Print out these word sheets, cut along the dotted lines (careful, now!)
and play some great matching games. All the matching words are in
pairs, except for the short vowel words, which are in trios.

For a simpler game, lay all the words from one sheet face up on a
table, and then match the words that go together. Once you find a
pair (or trio) that match, remove the words from the pile. Help with
the reading as needed.

For more of a challenge, play "Concentration" (the memory game).
Turn over one word, and then try to turn over its partner (or two
partners, in the short vowels game). If you're right, take them off. If
you're wrong, then turn all the words face down again, and keep
trying!

Make sure to remember what kind of matches you're looking for in
each game.
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
